Repair and Maintenance

O  Accommodate all vehicle equipment
repair and maintenance indoors. Or
designate an outdoor work area and
design the area to prevent run-on and
runoff of stormwater.

No vehicle fluid removal shall be
performed outside a building, nor on
asphalt or ground surfaces, whether
inside or outside a building, except in
such a manner as to ensure that any
spilled fluid will be in an area of
secondary containment. Leaking vehicle
fluids shall be contained or drained from
the vehicle immediately.

No person shall leave unattended drip
parts or other open containers containing
vehicle fluid, unless such containers are
in use or in an area of secondary
containment.
