ANIMAL CARE AND
CONTROL REGULATIONS

The City of Carpinteria is re-
sponsible for providing Animal
Care and Control services with-
in the city limits. Authority to
provide these services comes
from the Carpinteria Municipal
Code (CMC), Food and Agti-
cultural Code, Health and Safe-
ty Codes, the Penal Code and State laws.

The Code Compliance Division regulates Ani-
mal Care and Control under the Community
Development Department. Our mission is to
educate the public regarding animal regulations
and to protect the welfare of residents and their
pets.

Code Compliance Officers enforce leash laws,
dog waste pick-up, respond to calls of stray and
lost pets and maintain a database of dog licens-
es. Stray dogs and cats are sheltered short-term
at City Hall and long-term at the Animal Medi-
cal Clinic. Officers investigate dog bites, re-
ports of dangerous or vicious dogs and resolve
animal and fowl nuisances. Calls for raccoons,
opossums and various wildlife and marine
mammals are referred to the appropriate agen-
cy listed under Important Contacts.

COMMON QUESTIONS

Is there a leash law in Carpinteria? Yes,
all dogs are required to be leashed within the
City limits at public areas such as parks,
beaches and at the Bluffs Preserve. Dogs are
prohibited at all times on the City Beach be-
tween Linden and Ash Avenues and at the
Salt Marsh. Dogs are prohibited on the

beach at the Harbor Seal Rookery near Casitas
Pier from December 1 through May 31.

What if I find a stray or lost dog? Contact
Animal Care and Control within 24 hours and
the dog will be picked up and returned to the

owner.

What happens if my dog bites a person or
if a dog bites me? A bite report must be tak-
en if a person’s skin is punctured, and the dog
must be quarantined for ten days at the home
of the owner and observed for rabies.

What if I see or come in contact with a
dangerous or vicious dog? If you must take
defensive action to prevent an injury, or if an
unprovoked bite occurs immediately report
the incident to the City.

Do you handle raccoons or opossums?
No, these animals are nocturnal and are best
left alone. For trapping and removal, see Im-
portant Contacts.

What are the fees for stray dogs? Impound
fees are $74 for the first release, $115 for the
second release and $195 for the third release.

Whom shall I call in case of an animal
emergency? Call the Sheriff’s Department at
911 or 683-2724 or other numbers are under
Important Contacts on the back of the bro-
chure.

Every dog four months of
age or older must have a dog
license per CMC § 6.04.230.
Dog licenses are not transfer-

able and any change of own- V

ership requires a new license.

ANIMAIL NUISANCES The Municipal Code
prohibits animals that cause “excessive noise”
which is characterized by the utterance of barks,
cries or sounds which are loud and frequent and
continued over a period of time. Two reporting
parties residing in two or more separate dwellings
must report in writing for Code Compliance to
send a “Notice to Abate” the noise.
